Letter from the Emmaus Community Spiritual Director -

God’s Valentine

Nobody knows for sure how Valentine’s Day got started. Theories abound. But whatever the origins,
Valentine’s Day has become a fixture in American culture. Supposedly 180 million Valentine’s Day cards
are exchanged, approximately 110 million roses will be sold and delivered in America during February,
and chocolate sales soar. Why? To let someone know how much they are loved!

Of course, that’s the message God sent us through the birth, life, death and resurrection of His Son Jesus,
and the message we receive on our Walks to Emmaus. There’s even a special name for it — agape — the
unconditional love God showers upon us. We sing songs about it, it’s woven into all the weekend talks, and
we receive tangible reminders throughout the weekend such as the food we enjoy, the creative “table
agape” we receive at mealtime, the Candlelight service, and the work of many, many people behind the
scenes.

But the piece of weekend agape that I’'m reminded about, especially in light of Valentine’s Day, are those
little red paper hearts usually given to us one evening in the chapel. Many people insert those little hearts
into their Emmaus name tags, and wear their name tags over their hearts to serve as wonderful reminders —
to those who wear them and to those who see them worn -- about God’s great love for us.

Paul reminds us in Colossians 3:12-14: “Therefore, as God’s chosen people, holy and dearly loved, clothe
yourselves with compassion, kindness, humility, gentleness, and patience. Bear with each other and forgive
whatever grievances you may have against one another. Forgive as the Lord forgave you. And over all
these virtues, put on love, which binds them together in perfect unity.”

God’s love through Jesus is His ultimate “Valentine” to us. The love we pass on to other people is our
“Valentine” back to God. May that love bless, enrich, and empower our lives this month and far, far
beyond.
